Great Britain in General
The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Island can be found in the top-left corner of Europe, isolated from the continent by The Channel. The whole state is two large islands (Great Britain and Ireland, where we can find just the smallest part of the Great Britain – Northern Ireland) and about five thousand of smaller ones. Its neighbours are France to the south-west and Ireland to the east.

The whole Great Britain has got 4 main parts: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Island. Their capitals are Edinburg (Scotland), Cardiff (Wales), Belfast (Northern Island) and finally the capital of England and the whole United Kingdom: London, which is also the seat of political power of the state. In England, we can also find the second longest river Thames. Anyway, the longest river in the United Kingdom is called Severn and it is located in another part of Great Britain, Wales. Wales is the land full of mystery and beauty, that´s why it is from the time to time nicknamed with a huge number of nicknames. An interesting thing is for the Czech Republic, that the highest mountain in Wales is called Snowdon, which is in Czech translation the same name as their highest mountain. Nevertheless, the highest mountain in Great Britain is called Ben Nevis, which is located in the third part of the United Kingdom, the Scotland. This part is historically and a culturally independent country. It has its own legal and education systems. The last part of Great Britain is Northern Ireland, which is as the only country of Great Britain located on the island of Ireland, isolated from other parts by the sea.

 Population in the Great Britain is about 60 millions of inhabitants, the largest part of it live in England, the smallest part in Northern Ireland. Their main language is English, but there are also other unique languages like a Welsh language, which is a unique type of an original Celtic language. English people are most famous for their tolerance and their typical sense of humour, but the main symbol of Great Britain is definitely their system of government. They still have their own monarch, but the system is a constitutional monarchy with the Queen Elizabeth II as a head of the state. In practise, the monarch actually plays more than just a representative role.
