Queen Victoria

Queen Victoria was the queen of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland in the years 1837- 1901 and the Empress of India from 1876-1901. She was also the official head of other countries of the British Empire – Canada, Australia, New Zealand and large parts of Africa. Her reign was the longest in British history (63 years). This period is known as the Victorian Era. 
She was born in 1819 in London. Her uncle, King William IV., had no children and therefor Victoria became queen at the age of 18. Two years later she married her cousin Albert and they had 9 children. She had 40 grandchildren too. They married into almost every royal family in Europe. She was called Grandmother of Europe. During her reign, Britain became a powerful industrialised country. The popularity of the British monarchy increased as well. The queen brought morality, good manners and honesty to royal life.
