1. Megaliths.
2. In four major stages between c.2800 and 1500 BC.
3. From as far as Wales, so they probably held special importance for pre-historic people.
4. The sarsens looked white and the bluestones dark blue.
5. The Avenue connected Stonehenge to the river Avon 2.8 km away. It was probably a processional route by which prehistoric people approached Stonehenge.
6. It may have been the first stone at Stonehenge and it indicates the position of the rising sun at summer solstice.
7. Some of it dates back to Roman time and up to mid 1900s when tourists and visitors left their names on the stones.
8. There has always been intense debate over the purpose of Stonehenge. It is likely that the builders came from a sun-worshipping culture, so Stonehenge would have been a sort of temple, or it is possible that the whole site was part of some huge astronomical calendar.
9. Stonehenge became a UNESCO site in 1986.
