Countable nouns

• Countable nouns:

• Are things we can count, 

a cat, five cars

• Can be singular or plural,

My sister is a very pretty girl.

My brothers are really good students.

Can be used with a/an (a girl), the (the girl), numerals (two
girls), some/any, too many,how many, a lot of or a few



Uncountable nouns
• Uncountable nouns:

• Are things we cannot count,

love, water, money, flour

• are only singular

Milk is good healthy start of the day.



Many      much      a lot

• We use many + plural noun

(many students/many people)

I don´t know many people.

Do you do many homeworks?

• We use much + uncountable nouns

(much money/much food)

Do you drink much coffee?

We haven´t got much time.

• We use much in questions and negative sentenes.

Do you drink much milk?    I don´t drink much coffee.

• We use a lot of + both types of nouns

We buy a lot of food/ a lot of books.

We don´t have a lot of time/ a lot of homeworks.        



Little           few

• (a) little + uncountable nouns

little time, water, milk, money, love

• a little – some but not much x little – nearly no or nearly
nothing

There was little milk in the fridge. It was

nearly empty. 

• (a) few + countable nouns

few chairs, books, students, days

• A few – some but not many x few – nearly no 

There were few students at school. It was nearly empty.
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
