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Aims: 

· To develop reading skills

· To develop the habit of reading and appreciation of literature

· To develop imagination

· To enriche and consilidate vocabulary and grammar

· To increase language awareness

· To involve affective factors

· To suggest variety of interpretations and reactions

· To provide authentic text

Language level:  Intermediate

Age group: 15 - 18 years old

Time: 4 lessons of 45 minutes

Class size:15 – 20 students

Pattrens of interaction: individual work, pair work, group work, whole class activities

Materials: Book The BFG by Roald Dahl – both Czech and Enaglish versions, the photocopies of the chapter BFG for reading in the lesson,  the photocopies of the pictures from the book for final revision, 

Porcedure:
Lesson 1 

Group formation activity: 

„Find somebody who…“ – children go around the class and have few minutes to find somebody who:

1. has strange dreams

2. knows at least one fairy-tale about a giant

3. thinks that giants are friendly

4. knows what “snozzcumber“ is                                  
Classroom discussion:

Ask and discuss these questions to increase motivation:

Have you ever seen the film Charlie and the Chocolate Factory?

Did you like it?

The film was written according to the book. Do you know the author? (Roald Dahl)

Have you read any books by Roald Dahl?
Tell the students: In our lessons we are going to read the book The BFG by Rold Dahl. Then do this pre-reading activities:

Pre-reading activity 1:

Group work – Predict what may happen in the book.
 Distribute the  copies with three possible contents of the book. Students in groups choose one they think it’s about The BFG:

 a) Sophie, a little girl is snatched from her bedroom by a giant called BFG whose work is to blow happy dreams to children. 

b) Matilda is an exceptionally bright young girl with an insatiable appetite for books and reading. Her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Wormwood, think she's just a nuisance. Matilda thinks, rightly, that all they are interested in is watching TV and making money by cheating people. She decides to punish them. 
c) The Grand High Witch has a fiendish plan for getting rid of all the children in England. First, her fellow hags will take over all the sweet shops. Next, they will sell poisoned sweets and chocolate which turn children into mice! Then, make way for the mouse traps...
Pre-reading activity 2:

Show students the book and read it in two minutes – show the cover, titles of chapters, pictures, the first and the last paragraph. Students in their groups discuss their ideas what the book is about.
