Maturita is an exam which completes primary/secondary education in the Czech Republic. If students pass it, they receive maturita certificate/licence which is a prerequisite for high school/university studies.
In the past, maturita was a series of oral exams which varied according to type of school. In 2011, new format was introduced/imagined. Students now take standardised and complex oral and written exams which are administered/administration by the Ministry of Education.
First, there is a compulsory/compulsive exam in the Czech language and literature, which has three parts. For the oral exam, your school gives/takes you a reading list of books that/who you must talk about during the exams. Second, there is an essay. You choose one of ten topics and write your essay of minimum/minimally 200 words. Third, you take/do a comprehension reading test where you have a time limit of 60 minutes. The test includes/including reading articles and texts with questions to answer.
For the second exam, you can choose/choice between a foreign language and maths.
English exam has three parts. Speaking test lasts 15 minutes. You have to describe and compare/comparison pictures, talk together with the examiner/examinee and speak/give a short presentation in/on a selected topic/theme. In writing test you are required/requirements to write two texts, typically a letter, an article or an e-mail according to/along instructions. Reading and listening test takes 90 minutes. First, you listen for/to a CD for 30 minutes and do the tasks/works. After that you have 60 minutes to do the reading part with exercises like as/such as true-false, matching and also a Use of English part, which tests grammar and vocabulary/words.
Maturita test in maths takes 90 minutes and students have to solve problems and equations in algebra.
If you want to pass/fail, you must score 44% in each of the state administered exam. You are allowed / allowed to re-take the exam two times.
Finally, you take exam in two or three subjects like accounting, economics, construction depends/depending on the type of school and as your school decrees.
