New York is consists of five boroughs: Manhattan, The Bronx, The Queens, Brooklyn and Richmond.

In total there are 12 long avenues and 500 shorter streets. The name Manhattan is from na Indian name man-a-hat-ta meaning heavenly land. There are luxurious shops, hotel and offices on Fifth Avenue. There is The Empire State Building. Broadway is more 19km long, there are 33 theatres (metropolitan Opera, Carnegie Hall). Time square is a centre of entertaiment. There are shops, restaurants, nightclubs and hotels. Wall Street is the financial centre of the world. There are banks and the stock exchange. Harlem is a black quarter with many poor and unemployed people.

The Bronx is in the nort on the mainland. It has a reputation of a poor area.
Brooklyn is the largest of the five. It is situated on Long Island. Originaly it was a swamp and the Dutch filled it with their gyrbage and created brooklyn.
Richmond is on the Staten Island in the south.
Another borough is the Queens.

The Statue of Liberty is a cooper statue given to the USA by France in 1887. She has                 a tablet with 4th July 1776  in her left hand and the a torch in her right hand. The statue stands on Liberty Island near the port. It is the symbol of New York and the first sight for many immigrants, so it has become a symbol of hope and freedom.
